The Story of Fatherõs Day 
 

 Yes, there is a story behind Fatherõs Day, and even hundreds of web sites 

that tell this story.  Here it is in a nutshell.  

 

F ather's Day is a beautiful festival that acknowledges and appreciates 

the important role played by a father in raising the child and conse-

quently building a stronger society. Though fathers have been revered at all 

times by civilizations across the globe ironically what was missing until the 

last century was the official recognition of the significance of fathers in ones life. Father's Day 

story is the tale of realization of the need for a Father's Day festival primarily by Ms. Sonora 

Louise Smart Dodd of Washington. The story narrates Sonora's unflagging struggle to officially 

set a day to honor all fathers. Thanks to Sonora, today Fathers Day is celebrated in a large num-

ber of countries around the world.  

 

The tradition of celebrating Father's Day as seen today originated in the last century. Though 

there are several people who are credited for furthering the cause of Father's Day, there is far 

greater acceptance for Ms. Sonora Louise Smart Dodd's contribution. A doting daughter from Spo-

kane, Washington, Ms. Dodd is recognized as the Founder or Mother of the Father's Day Festival.  

Inception of the Father's Day took place in Sonora's mind when she happened to hear a Mother's 

Day sermon in 1909. Sonora, who was 27 then, had begun to recognize the hardships her father 

must have gone through while bringing up his six children alone. When Sonora was 16, her 

mother had died during childbirth. Sonora's father a Civil War veteran by the name of William 

Jackson Smart raised six children including the newborn on his own. Sonora questioned that if 

there is a day to recognize mothers then why is not there a day to honor fathers?  

 

Many people laughed and joked at Sonora's idea. But her will did not droop. She began a sincere 

campaign lobbying for the cause of Father's Day. Her hard work began to show signs of success 

when Spokane celebrated its first Father's Day on June 19, 1910 with the support of Spokane 

Ministerial Association and the local Young Men's Christian Association (YMCA). To pay tribute 

to her affectionate father, Sonora wished that Father's Day be celebrated on her father's birthday 

on June 5, but it so happened that there was not enough time for preparation and the day came to 

be celebrated on third Sunday in the month of June.  

 

The noble idea of celebrating Father's Day became quite popular in the US so much so that Presi-

dent Woodrow Wilson approved of the festival in 1916. President Calvin Coolidge too supported 

the idea but it was President Lyndon Johnson who signed a Presidential Proclamation declaring 

the third Sunday of June as Father's Day in 1966. Then in 1972, President Richard Nixon estab-

lished a permanent national observance of Father's Day to be held on the third Sunday of June.  

As a father myself, I have always felt honored by my family in ways that I did not honor my fa-

ther.  SO just as we did on Motherõs Day, I invite you to bring a picture of your Dad to place in 

worship on Fatherõs Day so that we might honor those who were fathers to us.

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From the Bench  

A s the preparation time for the coming concert, winds down,   (June 5 th , 

2010 @ 7 PM, tickets $10.00 in advance at church office or from choir 

members and GSCS members, or $12.00 general admission at the door the 

night of the concerté) I find myself at the point where the notes are learned, 

the polishing is on -going and the affect of the music is hitting home.   Text 

and notes come together to create a tone picture of varying shades that touch 

the emotions deeply.   I am reminded of a famous quote by Igor Stravinsky 

òThe Church knew what the psalmist knew: Music praises God.  Music is well 

or better able to praise him than the building of the church and all its decora-

tion; it is the Church's greatest ornament.ó(1)   Even though we are singing nothing by Stravinsky, 

why is this statement so striking?   It isnõt that sacred spaces arenõt pointing the way to the divine, 

all one has to do is look at the Gothic abbey, chapel, or cathedral and you will see art that oozes im-

ages of the bible.   Instrumental music touches our senses because the sound goes to our core, but it 

is the text of sacred music that resonates with this quote.    The words do the talking of the com-

poser.   The Psalmist talks about praising God with the instruments in Psalm 150, but in countless 

other lines in scriptures we are encouraged to sing.  The voice of the church is in what it sings.   If we 

believe it, why not share it?   (Who doesnõt share knowledge of a great restaurant with their friends?) 

As inheritors of the Wesley tradition, WE SING!      

Sure you will hear wonderful singing by GSCS, RCS, and FUMC Choirs come the first week 

in June, but after the concert then what?   Well, I would like to invite you to come to worship not for 

the music, but for what the scripture says that touches composers to respond in their compositions.   

June 6 th  is our celebration of the Lordõs Supper and we are fortunate to have Roger Sayer assisting 

in the playing of the 10:00 service. (His flight is a day off the rest of the group due to other commit-

mentsé)  June 13th is a worldwide celebration of Music led by the Royal School of Church Music 

(RSCM), known as Music Sunday .  It isnõt a self-aggrandizement of the choirs, but recognition of 

what musicians give to make our worship truly a blessing.  As it is Sunday school Sunday first and 

foremost, the 10:00 Service will be led by our young musicians bringing life to bells, trumpets, and 

words.  The Choirs will join together again at 5 PM and lead the celebration at Hope Café in one of 

the most musical services, Choral Evensong.  The RSCM is not the only music and worship organiza-

tion the church maintains membership in, but it is the one that has been around the longest and led 

to the Fellowship of FUMMWA, being formed 55 years ago.    June 20th , we will be visited by Lee 

Domann  who has been here twice before and will share his music ministry with us at all services, 

and share his witness with us all.    

Finally, letõs not forget that God still seeks his own to be in communion with him whether it 

is summer or Christmas.   Pentecost may not have the parties of Easter and Christmas, but it is still 

important that we gather weekly to pray and praise God.   The choir may take the advice of Jesus 

and take a SABBOTH break, but we will still offer music each week to the glory of God.
